Procedure/Findings: 6 and 24 hours following oral administration of 256 uCi of I-123, radioactive thyroid uptakes were performed. The 6-hour uptake is 35.2% (normal 10 to 25%) and the 24-hour uptake is 66.8% (normal 15 to 35%). Both of these values are above the normal limits, indicative of hyperthyroid function.

A thyroid scan was performed at 6 hours. Images were obtained in the anterior and oblique projections. The study demonstrates a normal sized, fairly homogeneous thyroid gland without discrete hot or cold nodules. A pyramidal lobe is seen arising off the medial aspect of the upper pole of the left thyroid/isthmus. The nodules seen on the patient’s thyroid sonogram are not identified on today’s study. The area of the larger nodule described on the prior sonogram is warm on today’s thyroid scan. The smaller nodule is too posterior to be characterized with any degree of certainty on today’s study.

Impression: 
1. Mild to moderate hyperthyroid function.

2. Normal sized, homogeneous thyroid gland with a pyramidal lobe, as above.

3. The nodules described on the patient’s prior thyroid sonogram are not discretely seen on today’s study. The area of the larger nodule is warm. The smaller nodule is too small and too posterior to characterize with any degree of certainty.
