Right lower extremity:

PVR waveforms obtained at the thigh, calf and ankle  were dampened consistent with moderate to severe disease. The high thigh pressure was > 220 mmHg. A pressure difference occurs between the low thigh and calf level and between the calf and ankle indicating multilevel disease. Right ABI 0.22 is in the ischemic range.

Left lower extremity:

PVR waveforms obtained at the left calf and ankle demonstrate mild disease. The high thigh pressure was > 220 mmHg. A pressure difference occurs between the low thigh and calf level indicating femoral-popliteal disease. There is also a drop at the PTA. Left ABI 0.88 indicates mild disease.

IMPRESSION:
1) Right lower extremity demonstrates critical multilevel disease at rest. 
2) Left lower extremity demonstrates mild femoral-popliteal and posterior tibial artery disease at rest.
