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Policy: 
Reconciling Preliminary and Final Cardiac Electrophysiology Reports

To define a process that assures that differences between preliminary and final reports are reconciled.

Purpose:
Physician prepared preliminary reports are provided to the referring physician. 


When there is a difference between the preliminary and the final report the following procedure(s) will be followed:

· An amended report will be sent and will clearly indicate that this is a revised report that replaces the preliminary report.

· The interpreting physician will telephone the referring physician.

Procedure:
Physician prepared preliminary reports are provided to the patients’ medical chart/medical record. 


When there is a difference between the preliminary and the final report the following procedure(s) will be followed:

· The amended report will clearly indicate that this is a revised report that replaces the preliminary report.

Non-interpreting physician comments and findings are only provided to the interpreting physician, never to the referring physician or patient chart.
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
