Procedure Log Guidance
· The facility must collect data on all Carotid Artery Stenting procedures performed in the facility. The data must be analyzed for procedure complications and used as a mechanism to reduce adverse effects of the procedure.
· Benchmarks for stroke and death complications exist for the given indications as described in Section 2.4C of the Standards.
· The facility must provide the aggregate data for all strokes and death for these indications as outlined and provide documentation to the IAC Carotid Stenting.  

Data collection (defined in the Standards, Sections 2.4C and 2.5C) includes but is not limited to:
· Clinical indications
· Stroke and death outcomes 
· Technical success 
· Percent of patients with 30 day f/u, NIHSS, mRS and imaging
· Other complications

A copy of the Patient Procedure Log (Carotid Stenting) from the past three years for all stenting procedures performed in the facility will be required with the application. 

Comment: Emergent procedures combined with intracranial acute ischemic stroke revascularization, CAS for trauma or dissection should not be included in the benchmark analysis. Only patients treated with a carotid stent for indications of carotid bifurcation disease secondary either to atherosclerosis, post endarterctomy restenosis, or radiation induced stenosis should be included in the benchmark analysis (See IAC Standards – Overview).
